FROM THE THUNDERBIRD GRILL

DOLE WHIP 
2 cans (20 oz. each) DOLE crushed pineapple 
2 tbsp. lemon juice 
2 tbsp. lime juice 
1/3 cup sugar 
1 1/2 cups heavy whipping cream 

HOW TO MAKE IT 
Drain pineapple: reserve 2 tbsp. juice.

Often someone will contact me for history of a particular 
Thunderbird that they are interested in buying.

When I 
forwarded this information to Steve, he immediately asked if 
I had any contact infor-mation from the seller in New York. 
I had the previous sellers phone number and forwarded this 
to Steve. 
Below is the response I received from Steve: 
“Hi Dave, I owe you a big thank you. I saw this car listed 
on ebay from Oregon & emailed the seller. The seller did 
not respond until weeks later when she stated the deal fell 
through & she lowered the price to sell fast since she already 
contracted with a shipper & it was in his possession & she 
was leaving for Afghanistan. If I wanted the car she just 
listed it on ebay on a Buy It Now basis. I did, electing a 3rd 
party chosen by ebay to hold the funds until I received the 
car. I noticed the T bird Club plaque on the grille & emailed 
the Club weeks ago, not getting a response. Delivery was

After receiving your email this morning, I called the gent 
in Clinton Corners, NY & asked him a few questions, he 
asked if I was a Cop, I responded no just a buyer. He then 
responded that he was a police officer, he still owns the car & 
it’s in his garage. He thought about selling, listed it on ebay, 
& changed his mind. He was aware someone downloaded 
the listing off ebay & is trying to sell it over & over. I guess 
the previous buyer checked with him also. What I don’t get, 
is what he or she is trying to sell? A stolen car with no VIN 
or ??? or is he/she just a really stupid criminal. There were 
several other red flags, she ignored all questions about the 
car & previous owners. I contacted Ebay today explaining 
my dilemma, asked them to contact the owner in Clinton 
Corners, NY. They did, Ebay is sending me a certified check 
. You see Dave, I might have lost some money without your 
help. You can make your fellow members aware of this 
SCAM. She goes by Evelyn Leslie or les-evelyn@hotmail.
com, her ebay handle is ttinnon96 & shows 106 transactions 
with 100% positive feedback. She may have stolen or 
hacked that handle. Thank You again, Steve Estok”
